Despite ongoing advocacy across Federal and State government, 
unfortunately we have been unsuccessful in securing the funding 
needed to carry on the award-winning work of Go Goldfields.  
Without ongoing funding, this means The Nest cannot continue 
to operate and is no longer open across the week for drop-in 
sessions.  
We know this announcement will come with much 
disappointment for local families and our local service providers.  
The reality is that as a financially challenged rural Council, we 
are unable to maintain some critical elements without additional 
financial support from Federal or State government.  
We will continue to seek appropriate funding to continue the 
work of Go Goldfields. It remains our goal that funding will be 
secured within the next few months so The Nest can reopen to 
the community, however at this stage we are unable to continue 
the program due to the current funding being exhausted.  
We thank our local families, wonderful staff and service providers 
who have supported The Nest.
